Football Complex Renovation and Addition (CP21062) - The project will 

include student athlete wellness space, a new south entry lobby, locker 

room and equipment room expansion, improvements to strength and 

conditioning space and team meeting rooms, and site improvements to the 

plaza, parking, and loading dock.

Packaging Building – Addition and Renovations - (CP21057) - The project 

will add approximately 5,600 square feet to the building that will include 

faculty and staff offices, graduate student workstations, and a reception 

area. Approximately 8,500 square feet of existing space will be renovated 

including a university classroom, enclosure of the courtyard for student 

gathering, renovations to the building entrance and atrium, and 

renovations to two research laboratories. The project will also include 

improvements to HVAC systems, flooring, ceilings, lighting, and exterior 

north façade, snowmelt for accessibility, and landscape upgrades.  The 

addition and renovation will accommodate additional faculty and students.

Spartan Stadium - North End/East Side Bowl Restoration (CP21092) -  The 

project will include applying new waterproofing sealant and expansion 

joints to the concrete bowl, repairing or replacing handrails as needed, and 

replacing floor drains.

Health, Wellness and Fitness – Service Road Recreation Turf Fields 

(CP21061) - The project will add two full sized multipurpose artificial turf 

fields with full lighting, two support buildings that include storage, office, 

and restrooms, a canopy connection between the buildings to a weather 

protection, and removal of an abandoned geothermal field.  These new 

fields will extend usage by at least four months. 

William A. Demmer Engineering Center (CP21018) - New building near the 

corner of Farm Lane and Mount Hope Road.  Provide an on-campus facility 

for co-curricular student activities, especially the student competition 

teams. These teams provide hands-on, team-based experiences for 

students that hone both their technical and leadership skills, connect them 

to key employers, and provide them a significant jump start to their 

engineering careers.
